Improved insulation – most tenants would expect a good level of  
loft/wall insulation, and double or triple glazing to keep the property 
warm and energy bills down.

Low energy lighting – LED bulbs throughout are an easy switch,  
and help to keep bills down. They’re a highly visible improvement too.

Energy efficient appliances – from a new boiler to fridge/freezers and 
washing machines, they’ll all help bring bills down for tenants.

Smart meters – increasingly expected by tenants, the latest smart 
technology is a must (see our recent blog on Smart home tech for ideas!).

Water conservation – low-flow showers and dual-flush toilets are now 
the standard as far as tenants are concerned.

Renewable energy – solar panels and ground or air source heat pumps 
may be an expensive addition, but really heighten a property’s appeal.

EV charging – with growing sales of electric vehicles, many tenants are 
now looking for charge points on a rental property.

A healthier environment – energy efficiency needs to be combined with 
good ventilation and reduced condensation, especially in kitchens and 
bathrooms.
